The town received national
media coverage when the Blackberry Growers Association sent
acrate of berries to President Harry Truman. The association
dishanded in 1950 dueto apoor market and farmers moved onto
amore lucrative crop.

While blackberry farming may no longer be the agricultural
strength of McLoud, the festival celebrated each year continues
to be an exciting event for the town and draws thousands of
attendees from throughout the nation. The festival includes a
carnival, car show, tractor show, Blackberry Queen contest,
nightly entertainment and much more. We hope that you will
make plans now to be a part of the 2010 McLoud Blackberry
Festival.
